1.3 Portal

Sitecore Intranet interface can be customized by the end user, but sesrediministrators

require that particular elemerdannot be changexhd are always visible. Such elements may
contain important corporate news or personal task lists. The Portal folder allows to specify the
elements which cannot be changed by the feodteditor.

User Administration

Users in Sitecore Intranet Portal have profiles that allow them to personalize the portal for
themselves. Profiles are stored under/thiganet/Home/UserInfo/ item and are based on the
alphabetical hierarchy with 2 levels of nestedness as shown below:

As you can see the hierarchy is creatsihg the first 2 letters of the username as folder names. A

custom depth can be specified by changing the UserProfdBemth setting in the web.config
file.

A fmofile newly created
useris created automatically whehe user logs in to Intrandortalfor the first time The profile
can also be ceted manuallyThe name of the UserProfile item must correspond to the user's
username.

2.1 Manually Creating User Profiles

Many intranetsolutions are customized to replicate user profile information into Sitecore from
externalsourcessuch as Active Directory. Isuchcase, theustomreplication code will typically
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update all relevant fieldsf a user profile with the informatidnom the Active Directory, while
intranetspecific fields can be maintained by th&anetadministrators. If the user profile item
doesn't exist, the replication code will create it.

In any caseadministratorsnight needo manually create a user accourtiisTinvolves the
following steps:

1. Create the new user account in Sitedoteanet Portalising the User Manager. For most
usage scenarios, simply specifying the username, passwoadsigdingoles will be
sufficient.

2. Create a UserProfile iteomderthe UserInfdtem. The item name must be the same as
the name of the user accouNbtice that the UserProfile item will automatically be
moved to the correct location in the user profile hierarchy when the user logs in the next
time.

3. Grant write permissiaior the user profileéo the newly created user. Otherwise, the user
will not be able to edit any of his/her own profile information.

4. Grant create permission for the user profile if you want the user to be able to create a
personal weblog.

5. Fillin the relevant fields of the user profile. Notice thamnalil, full name, etc. should be
specifiedin the user profile item, ndn the useitem.

2.2 Setting Security for User Profiles

Sitecore's standard security modpplies tauser profilesn the same way as to other iter$is
means that a user will only be allowed to edi¢ dlaser profile using the frorgnd editor ifthe
userhas read+write permissi@m the user profile item. It also means that you can grant certain
employees (suchsavebmasters, managers, secretaries, etc.) permission to modify the user
profiles of other employees.

It is only recommended to grant read, write and create permigsidgserProfileitemsfor the
front-end editor users. Renaming or deleting user peofl@iscouraged unless you are aware of
the sideeffects.

When a user profile item is automatically created by the Intranet Portadstancewhen a user
logs into the intranet and no profile exists or wtieinformationis replicatedrom the Active
Directory), thecommonpermissions will normally be granted, so that the user cam adieodrs
profile andhas permissions freate a personal weblog

2.2.1 Default Security Settings

In the default installation, the "extraki&teryone'role has the fdowing permissions to the

For example, along witthe default skin, thportalcould have a skin for the Christmas holiday
time ora skin for anewproduct launch.

The following different
scenarios describe how to configure the skinning eragidextendits default functionality for
more complex requirements.
